Coos Head brings the Tribes one step closer to un-
restricted land use of this spectacular site.

The US Army Corps of Engineers identifed and
removed soil contaminated with pollutants associ-
ated with the military’s past use of munitions (skeet
fragments, lead slugs and shot) at the three former
fring ranges located on Coos Head.

Soil from the Small Arms Firing Range by Basten-
dorff Beach and from the Sighting Range and Skeet
Range on the main part of Coos Head was excavated
by Bay West Inc, under contract from the US Army
Corps of Engineers, and under the supervision of
the State of Oregon Department of Environmental

of the clean-up was funded largely through a grant
from the US Environmental Protection Agency.

The soil is stockpiled onsite pending fnal labo-
ratory confrmation of the sampling results and is
scheduled to be hauled to an appropriate hazardous
waste landfll during the second half of July. The
former Small Arms Range by Bastendorff Beach
was blocked off to discourage future trespassing,
illegal dumping, and illegal shooting. Preliminary
results indicate that all the lead from the bullets,
and petroleum products from the skeet, have been
excavated to the point that the remaining soil at these

Chief David Brainard led a changing song — Chinook
Jargon song used to allow spirits to become positive again — that was sung by
all in attendance for our ancestors’ spirits.

Vice Chair Mark Ingersoll and Councilwoman Carolyn Slyter also acknowledged
the great importance of this land and milestone to our tribe.

Councilwoman Wendy Williford and several staff were in attendance, including
Howard Crombie, Director of Natural Resources, along with a number of Tribal

Abby
says that due to a fantastic unpaid sum-
mer internship in Nome, Alaska, working
with Native Alaskans and diabetes, as
well as an American Indian Studies class
that she took this past semester, her
interest in the history of and health for
Native people (including her own) has
really exploded.

Abby just fnished her third year at
Cornell University in Ithaca, N.Y. She is
scheduled to graduate next May with a
degree in nutritional sciences. She has
been studying nutrition and exercise sci-
ence with a focus in dietetics as Cornell
has a nationally accredited dietetics
program.

After graduation, she hopes to contin-
ue her education by attending graduate
school at the prestigious Oregon Health
and Sciences University in Portland.
Among the places she plans to apply
are the University of Alaska in Anchor-
age, Baylor University in Texas, as well
as the dietetic internship run by the U.S.
Air Force.

Abby has always been an athlete,
taking a special interest in softball.
Softball, ironically, helped her to decide
on Cornell for college. In high school,
Abby was part of a competitive traveling
softball team, playing in such places as
Oregon, California, Washington, Las
Vegas, Ohio, Texas and Pennsylvania.

Tribal Place Names Inspired
or Indigenous to Homeland

Native people lavished place names
thick in their own homelands, as well
as those of neighboring lands through
which people travelled. So, every so
often I'll run an article on a few of the
regional place names, either those that
are indigenous or inspired by a native
person.

LIBBY DRIVE: The frst one is not
a landmark or traditional place name,
but a modern street. If you've driven
from southern end of the town of Coos
Bay to Charleston, you’'ve been on
Libby Drive. There was also, briefy, a
town called Newport and then renamed
Libby (long ago absorbed into Coos
Bay), Libby was the English name of
a Milluk woman, and the inspiration for
the town and street names.

Her Milluk names was Heeldoniita
(pronounced HAL —duh-nee-tah),
taken from the Milluk word haeldonu
(hal-duh-noo) which means ‘one of the
other’. The name referred to row upon
row upon row of dentalium necklaces.
No one said how she came to be nick-
named Libby, but the name stuck. She
was from a wealthy family, her brother
was a chief of one of the South Slough
villages.! According to Lottie Evanoff,
she was her father Doloos Jackson’s
aunt, as well as related in some way
to the Wasson family. When Lottie
was a child, Libby would canoe down
to Dewey’s Rock (North Bend) to visit.
Lottie remembers she was an old
woman then with white hair.2

Local legend has it that Libby showed
Patrick Flanagan a location rich with
coal. Flanagan opened a mine there
(which eventually became known as
the Libby mine) which was one of the
frst successful coal mines in Coos
County and operated for thirty years—
until coal mining here was no longer
proftable at the end of the nineteenth
century.® Libby was a close friend of
the Flanagan family. She was nurse
and nanny to the Flanagan children,

and he built a house for her.*

When Libby was very old, she lived
with the Wasson family up South
Slough, and was buried in one of the
family cemeteries.®

HUMBUG MOUNTAIN: Humbug
Mountain is a prominent landmark, a
mountain that meets the sea, about
six miles south of Port Orford. The
mountain was a prominent landmark
for native people too, in the home-
land of southern Oregon Athabaskan
people like the Kwatami (Port Orford),
Yukwachi (Euchre Creek), Chemetune
(Gold Beach) and many other bands.
The name Humbug was originally
Tichenor's Humbug — a reference to a
disastrous exploring party led by Capt.
Tichenor in 1851.5

Two different native names have
come down for this mountain. Coquelle
Thompson (Upper Coquille) said it was
called Mitash (mee-tosh), but Lucy
Smith (from Gold Beach, and who
knew several Athabaskan languages)
said it was called Mipash (Mee-posh)
which means cheek, as in salmon
cheek. Itis a good description of the
shape of the mountain. Next time you
are going through Port Orford, stop
at the overlook. Mipash dominates
the skyline, and sure enough it does
resemble the shape of the gentle oval
of a salmon cheek.”

And then, of course, if you get the
chance, hike the trail to the top of
beautiful Mipash mountain.
